Far deeper inspections should take place before the covers are put back on and your classic tucked in for the winter. 

If you are like me and your car is always on the dry road at every opportunity, summer or winter, then a regular check of the important areas is a must. Plenty of cleaning, particularly in the right areas to stop any corrosion setting in, is essential. As ever, preventive action is always the best form of action.
