	The 77th race took place in front of a crowd of 234 800 spectators, down on the 2008 figure by around 9% (which set a record-beating figure of 258 500 spectators).
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This slight reduction is due to a decrease in ticket sales because of public relations activities by companies, but overall the number of tickets sold to the general public remains stable. 

The big crowd saw a thrilling race, which ended in a double for Peugeot putting an end to ten years of Audi domination. The first five places were filled by four different teams (three major manufacturers Peugeot, Audi and Lola-Aston Martin and ORECA a private entrant).

The weekend was blessed with fine weather, a festive ambience and the overall level of commercial operations and entertainment was more than satisfactory.. 
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
